Restore existing science laboratories of 

public high schools

Step-2
Setup Mobile Science Centre (MSC)



Two vehicles of Mobile Science Centre (MSC) equipped with qualified science 
instructors, multimedia, sound system, backup electricity and laboratory 

equipment provide assistance in 45 high schools. Every high school 
is being visited twice a month
